SiA. Nagabhushana Rau

Sri A. Nagebhushana Rau, one of
our senior members and the Presidant
of the Association during 1979-1987,
passed away at Bangalore on 15th April
1997 due 1o a massive heart altack. He
was in his mid seventies,

Sri Magabhushana Rau hailed from
a family of educationalist and
adrministratars, His {alherwas an amaldar
and his uncle Sri A, N. Subba Rao, was
the principal of the Central College.

S Magabhushana Rau studied
civil engineering at University
Vishweshwarayya College of
Engineering, Bangalore and graduated
in 1944, He then joined the Hindustan
Consiruction Company (HCC) a leading
construction firm in those days. His
dedication and devetion to work made
him ralse in the organisation to the
position of Chiel Execulive and Joint
Managing Director. He has been
associated with the construction of
various projects & dams. Yailarna Dam
of Bombay, Sone Barrage of Bihar,
Farakka Barrage of West Bengal and
Idukki dam at Kerala are soma of the
projects in which he was closely
associated. After working at varicus
places, in late seventies he was shifted
to the corporate office of HCC whera ha
was in charge of various important
projects in India and Irag. He retired
from HCC in 1984 as its Joint Managing
Director. ;

Sri Magabhushana Rau travelled
widely and was associated with various

infernational organisation like LUNIDO,
ILO, Habitar, World Bank efc., in various
capacities. He was considered an
international authority on the construction
of dams and the construction
management In general. He was a
member of several Commiteses et up
by the central and stale Govemments.
He representad our counlry in various
national and international conferances.
He has been honoured by the [nstitulion
of Enginesrs (India) as Eminent Mermber
and by the Buillders' Association of india
as 'Honorary, Member

Shri Bau who strove for excellence
in his professional e, found that lack of
training at all levels in the construction
Tield resuited in indifferent quality & kew
productivity. He was successful in
persuading the Iesaders in l(he
Construction Industry and the Builders
Asscciation to sponsor the establishing
al an Institution to impart professional
fraining in construction managemsnt.
Thus he foundad the National Instiiute
for Construction Managemeni &
Ressarch (MICMAR) at Bombay.

Today MNICMAR has branches at
Pune & Gurgaon and has trained many
voung engingeers in the skills of
construction managemeant.

Sr Rau was very fond of fine arts
and culture. He was associated with
many cultural organisations and actively
contributed for their growth. As the
president of the Assoclation during s
Diamond Jubiles year, his contribution to
the growih of the Organisation has been
immense. Sri Hau leaves behind his wife
smi. Venkatalakshmi and tws sons -
