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A picnic to scenic paradise
called Lohagad

The Mysore Association
arranged a one-day trekking |
to Lohagad near Lonavala on
9th August 2015. A group of =
30 people took the bus to
Malavali, a nearby village at &
the foot of the Western Ghats
from where they started
trekking up. A brief history and
other details of the spot along
with some exciting photos of
the exercise by the group is
given here. .
Lohagad is one ofthe many hill
forts of Maharashtra state | §
in India. Situated close to the =
hill station Lonavala and

52 km (32 mi)northwest of Pune, Lohagadrises to an elevation
of 1,033 m (3,389 ft) above sea level. The fort is connected to
the neighboring Visapur fort by a small range. The fort was
under the Maratha empire for the majority of time, with a short
period of 5 years under the Mughal empire.

History
Lohagad has a long history with several dynasties occupying it

at different periods of time: Satavahanas, Chalukyas,
Rashtrakutas, Yadavas, Bahamani Nizams, Mughals and
Marathas. As you can see here, the Fort was built by the
Kannadadynasties Shatavahanas and the Rashtrakutas. Even
Chalukyas, and Yadavas and Bahanami Nizams ruled over this
Fort before it was captured by the Maratha King Shivaji.
Shivaiji captured the Fort in 1648 CE, but he was forced to
surrenderittothe Mughals in 1665 CE by the Treaty of Purandar.
Shivaji Maharaj recaptured the fort in 1670 CE and used it for
keeping his treasury. This fort was used to keep the loot from
Surat. Later in Peshwa time Nana Phadnavis used this fort for
living for some time and built several structures in the fort such
as a big tank and a step-well.

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BHARATA - Original name of
our Country

In recent times, there has been considerable
misconception as to the origins of the name of the Land —
Bharatavarsha or Bharatakhanda. With the advent of the
T.V. Serials, these misconceptions are being cloaked in
authenticity, unfortunate as it seems.

There are four Bharatas in the Indian mythology, which
includes Hindu and Jain streams. The first and ancient
among them is Bharata, the eldest son of Rishabha Deva,
first of the 24 Thirthankaras. The Second is Sarvadamana,
son of Shakuntala and Dushyanta. The third is the brother
of Rama. The Fourth being the Sage Bharata Muni, who is
credited with the Natyashastra. We may rule out the last
two, as they never ‘ruled’ all over India.

The popular acceptance is that Sarvadamana,
Shakuntala’s son ruled all over the Subcontinent and
assumed the name (or title?) Bharata, and the land he
ruled acquired the name Bharatavarsha. On the other
hand, let us examine the story of Bharata, the son of King
Rishabha Devaand Jayanti. (Sheis also called Yashaswati).
Rishabhadeva is called Adinatha, the first to become a
Jina (that is, one who wins over all desires), and has
hundred sons. Because he is also called Puru, his lineage
is known as Puru vamsha. The eldest of his sons is
Bharata, and the youngest is Bahubali. Rishabhadeva
divides his kingdom amongst his sons, major part being
given to Bharata. Rishabhadeva thereafter becomes a
recluse. Bharata rules from Ayodhya, is mighty, has a
number of wives and is ambitious. Bahubali is equally
brave, but is known for his incomparable beauty. In time,
a chakra is born in his Ayudhagara (Ordnance Depot),
which indicates that it is time for him to proceed on a
conquest, which he does. The chakra proceeds over the
‘Six Khandas’ (continents) and Bharata in tow, conquers
the entire planet, and acquires the title j°Chakrijx (This is
the origin of the title Chakravarty). The land he ruled and
united thus, is given the name Ajanabha varsha or Bharata
Khanda (whichis an union of sixkhandas). However, atthe
fag end of his conquest, the charka stops outside
Paudanapura, where Bahubali rules. Bahubali refuses to
acceptthe sovereignty of his eldest brother, and challenges
him. But both brothers unwilling to involve their soldiers in
the horrific war, decide to fight as individuals only. And
what glorious fights they engage in; Jalayuddha,
Mallayuddha and Drishtiyuddha! The last involves locking
of eyes. Bahubali wins over his brother in each one ofthem

and proves that he is a better man. The great Chakravarty
is defeated. But Bahubali in self-negation renounces the
world and becomes a recluse. He does tapas for ages,
standing on a mountain top. But he is unable to become
a ‘Jina’ as his ego is still aglow and he is concerned that
he is standing on Bharata’s land. Finally his sister along
with Bhararta approaches him and beseeches him to
i°alight from his elephamtjt (ego). Bahubali becomes
aware of his ego and attains enlightenment. In time, Kin

Bharata, father of Bharata vansha and known as 16

Manu, also gives up worldly pleasures and proceeds to
Kailas as a recluse. This is the Bharata who ruled j°all
over Indiajt. Bharatesha Vaibhav describes his victories
over the East Coast, South Coast, West coast and
Central India. No such claims are made for Sarvadamana.
Note that both hail from Puru vansha and Bharata is an
ancestor of Sarvadamana! By all chronological events,
Sarvadamana and Rama were contemporaries and both
of them could not have ruled all over India. The story of
Bharata and Bahubali is found in Vishnu purana and
Bhagavata, apart from Jain Scriptures like Adipurana,
Chavundaraya purana and Poorvapurana. But today

Bharata is basically regarded as a Jain King only. The
process of changing histories, credits or even the deities
is not exclusive to other communities only. Hindus have
contributed their share in good measure. Lord Venkatesha
and Badarinarayana stand in mute testimony of our
deeds.

Karnataka has a special role in this episode. Bahublai’s
enchanting monolithic stature adorns Shravana-belagola,
as Gomateshwara. Gommata in Kannada mean, j°the
most handsome onejt. Asoka and his embracement of
Buddhism are well publicized. What is not so well
publicized, however, is Asoka’s grandfather, the Great
Chandra Gupta Maurya became a Jain towards the end
of his rule, and along with his Guru Bhadrabahu and
twelve thousand followers, chose Karnataka to stay as a
recluse and attain ‘sadgati’ on the hills of Shravana
Belagola! Many other great souls also opted for Karanataka
- Adishankara, Ramanuja, Madhwa, amongst others.
Karnataka in those times was being ruled by Jain Kings,
who molded Karnataka’s temperament into one of
tolerance. With such a glorious tradition, history and
literature of Jainism in Kannada, it is expected of at least
Kannadigas to know of the real Bharata.

The four large gates of Lohagad are still in
good condition and reasonably intact.

During the monsoon,
the top of the fort is
covered with mistand
clouds and becomes
particularly wet with
growing moss. The
roads and trails
leading to the hill are
quite slippery at this
time of the year and
precautions are
necessarytobetaken
while venturing the
routes.

People can also hike
all the way to the
fort. Bhaja Caves is
onthewaytoLohagad
if a small diversion is
taken. This walk is a
particular favorite of
trekkers, especially in

the monsoon season. Itis a simple, very scenic and pleasant
trek and the distance from Malavli and Lohagad can be
covered in around two hours. The trekking route becomes

slippery during the rainy season and is dangerous to hike to
the fort during this time. A variety of birds and insects can also
be spotted in these hills.
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
