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Why do we want to go to the Moon?
NESARU Report

Humans are ever Migrating species. They cannot stay for long at one place. Even on Earth
they have been moving from one continent to the other to inhabit the places. Many times,
others have been living in that place, and fresh comers engage in warfare with them. This
T fighting spirit to own land is the Human nature.

But the space on Earth is shrinking with

. human population crossing 8 billion. All

resources are getting short. Moon is the

nearest planet to earth. We know for long from

] Spectral studies that there is no atmosphere

on Moon for us to breath. But the last study by
Chandrayaan 1 provided evidence of some frozen water at poles.
The Moon will provide scientists with new views of early Earth, how the Earth-Moon system
and the solar system formed and evolved, and the role of asteroid impacts in influencing
Earth's history — and possibly future! The Moon presents numerous exciting engineering
challenges. Challenges offer possibilities.
Lunar ice could be a fuel source: Water is made up of hydrogen and oxygen, and if those two
atoms can be separated and stored, they can fuel a rocket. That's because hydrogen and
oxygen are highly flammable, and when they are burned together, they release a huge amount
of energy—enough to propel a rocket. That means that, at least in theory, lunar ice could
provide water to drink, air to breathe, and a source of propellant for spaceships to fuel up and
head out.
A lunar-based solar power system would actually be cheaper than Earth-based solar power
implemented on a global scale. During the six missions that landed humans on the lunar
surface from 1969 to 1972, Apollo astronauts collected some 842 pounds of lunar rocks and
dirt. Analysis of these materials has provided us with major clues about the origin of Earth's
celestial companion 4.51 billion years ago, but also has revealed the Moon is a treasure trove.
Lunar rock contains a plethora of minerals with high industrial value. So, let's take a look at
some prime examples of how humanity's expected return to the lunar surface in the years to

come could help life here on Earth.
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24/7 solar energy for Earth: During the 1970s, scientists began examining the Apollo lunar
samples to study how the lunar surface could be used as a resource. One such scientist was
physicist David Criswell, who has since shown that a lunar-based solar power system would
actually be cheaper than Earth-based solar power implemented on a global scale. Whoa! How
is that possible, given the high cost of launching people and machines into space?

The key is that it would be enormously expensive to scale up enough Earth-based solar power
to supply all of humanity's electrical needs, since solar power on such a scale would require
a lot of metal, glass, and cement.

But the Moon's lack of atmosphere and weather means that photovoltaic cells built by robots
from lunar materials can be paper thin, in contrast with the heavy structures needed in Earth-
based solar arrays. Ringing the Moon, such a system would be in perpetual sunlight, making
it cheaper to collect solar power there and beam it down to Earth in the form of microwaves.
A source of helium-3 for clean, safe nuclear fusion power and other uses:

The gas helium-3 is extremely rare on Earth, but plentiful on the Moon, and could be used in
advanced nuclear fusion reactors. Helium-3 also has anti-terrorism and medical uses,

especially in the diagnosis of various pulmonary diseases.

If we can sustain on Moon, then surviving on Mars and Venus, which have not only

atmosphere, but also Water, becomes Easy. If Humans have to survive the next Millenia,
pollution on earth has to be reduced. But the problem not understood by many scientists is
how to harness energy for all needs works without actually producing Heat. So far, all our
energy needs have been met with Engineering of EXO THERRMAL processes. This is the
basic problem. On Moon because we need set up stations for humans to survive, we need to
find different mechanisms of cooking, travel, or Housing. Yes, Heat is needed on Cold Moon,
but how do you produce that heat? These are the questions we need to answer, before we
start travelling in space. Moon teaches all these.

But what we need to learn firstis, HOW WE CAN STOP FIGHTING AND WASTING ENERGY
in inventing ARMAMENTS TO FIGHT WARS and KILL EACH OTHER.

We hope the competition that has already started to go to Moon, will not be wasted in warfare
on Moon, between the Nations.

To stop wars, we need to start teaching Kids in school that the World is one Big Family and
we are dependent on each other.

If we learn this lesson, then we are FIT TO TRAVEL TO MOON.

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HINDU TRADITION/RELIGION OVER THE YEARS

HINDU is a name given by our neighbours IRNIANS. Iranians lived across the region

over current Baloochistan. They are as their name Suggests, Worshippers of Sun

RAA, who was worshipped in ancient Egypt, and as MIT RAA in Rome across the
Mediterranean, Iranians in the ancient days before Islam ran over the country worshipped
INDRAA, NAA SATYA, MITRA and all other DEVA/ SURAs. But Zarathrustra, a Prophet came
during 5 Millenia back and asserted that ASURA was the Mightiest and called him AHURA
MAZDA. It was common to Iranians to pronounce SA as HA. Thus, ASURA became AHURA. He
also banned offering Sacrifice thro Fire/AGNI and also cremation of the dead, as it would
pollute the Sacred FIRE. But those among them who differed and believed that FIRE Purifies
everything, parted company and migrated across the river SINDHU. Iran being a Barren
Country, those who came across this mighty river named it as SINDHU, an Ocean. SAPTA
SINDHU, a region of seven rivers, became to the Iranians, HAFTA HINDU.

Those who came across to this land kept their Gods and manner of worship of sacrifice through
Fire. The language Avesta and the Rigvedic Language are very similar. Yagna is called Yajana.
It is also a Patriarchal society. There are some Minor female Deities like USHAS, who are
associated with the SUN. It is not as if there were no other natives in the land of Sapta Sindhu
before these migrants came. In Rigveda 10" mandala, they started, “There are already people
here, who are dark skinned, and with flat noses and who speak in an unintelligible language.
They live in Forts which they call as PURA, and hey call themselves as DASA”, confirming there
by that they were fresh immigrants. They saw many animals which were all new to them. They
named them descriptively. Elephant was named as HASTIN, an animal with a huge hand, Lion
as KESHARI, a Hairy animal, Bison as MAHISHA, a huge animal. Rivers as SINDHU and SARAS
WATI, a river which is full of ponds or lakes,

ARA means a sharp tool, or an ARROW. In fact, the Latin word ARROW emanates from ARA, A
person who wields an ARROW, is ARYA an ARCHER. An Archer who rides a Horse and wields
an ARROW looks noble. This is the reason why the term ARYA is mistaken for being noble.
The natives here in worshipped a Mother and Father Gods. The Mother Goddess is Mother
Earth herself, from which all lives sprang and were sustained. The Father God sat over the Tall
Mountain range which acted as wall to stop all rains, and made this land Fertile. The idea of
Mother Goddess was new to the immigrants, who all believed in Fathers.

Elephant and Lion were the most noble animal to the Natives. While Horse was the most noble
animal to the immigrants. Horse was swift. All earlier immigrants were names after a Horse,
KUWALAYASHWA, YAUWANASHWA etc. No one was named after a Lion. It was the natives
who names themselves after a Lion. Thus, SIMMA is a native word, not a Vedic word.

Over time, while the number of Males who came on Horses was small, they had to find
themselves women to marry. This is where the story of BRAHMA MANASA PUTRAs who
married the daughters of a Matanga Muni Kardama, comes in. All Anasuya, Arundhati,
sukarnaya, Khayti, Kala, Havirbhuk comes in. They are all MATNGA KANYAS. Matanga were the
native people. Thus, while the natives and immigrants intermarried and became the
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forefathers of the present day HINDUs, some communities remained aloof and were
segregated
But gradually Mother worship was accepted by the immigrants and PARVATI or Adishakti
became an all powerful GODESS. While you do not find SHIVA in Rigveda, he was accepted as
a Prime God all over India, and places of Worship of Shiva sprang across all over the land.
Overtime, Indra, Upendra, Varuna, Nasatya lost their lustre and became demi Gods. Yagnyas
were only performed by the Royals, whereas, Mother and Father worship became common in
every village. Mothers became the Ruling Deities in all villages and cities. Thus, the nature of
the Gods went on changing and the immigrants accepted the native Gods, while the natives
who were more in number continued with their earlier worship.
As those who immigrated were less in number, they tried to distinguish their style of worship
of Adityas by performing Yagnya. They crowned a Warrior or being a Son of the SUN. The name
RAAJA is actually RAA +JA, RAAis sun and the one born to the Sun is RAAJA. Thus, they retained
the right of crowning a King and thus retained the Royal Patronage. Thy called themselves as
VIPRA, meaning VIDYA PRAVARTAKA and their Knowledge as VEDA.
The Loaal population continued Agriculture and the Mother Worship
More and more immigrants over the years continued to arrive in this Rain filled fertile land
from over the mountains. Shakas came in by thousands from the Land SKETA, and Greeks
were the next immigrants. As they came from a Greek province called IONEN, they were
named YAVANAs. Many of them did not wish to return with Alexander and Selucus, and they
stayed behind and married with the natives, in Rajasthan and Punjab. From the land of
Mongols hordes of people came over Himalayas and they also became integrated in the north
east. People from Thailanad crossed Burma and came over Arakansas, and settled in Assam
on the Brahma Putra River banks and became AHOMS. Many Kazaks and Uzbegs came over
during subsequent times. Jews and Arabs came in much later for trade and also settled herein
to become one among many cults. But Cults were never a point of hatred as the idea of a
religion was not there. YOU TO YOUR OPINION AND ME TO MINE was called MATA (OPINION).
QUESTIONS, OPINIONS AND INVESTIGATIONS
The questions that confronted Humans from the verry beginning are one and the same.

This Wonder took all the thinking Humans to various paths and opinions.
Thus, in India also many rejected the concept of Adityas like INDRA< CHANDRA< UPENDRA
running the world, and started their own Investigations. Their compositions are called
ARANYAKAS and UPANISHATS, as they left the Royal Patronage and lived in Forests in
seclusion.

Association is awarded “Karnataka Rajyotsava Prashasti”

Whenever the officials from Kannada & Culture Department visited Mumbai, they wanted to meet a
couple of Kannada organizations and their office bearers. The organizations being spread out in Mumbai,
this was difficult. So, often whenever we were aware of the visit of such officials, the Mysore Association
would hold a tea or dinner and invite the office bearers of various Kannada organizations. This would
enable the concerned official to meet office bearers of many organizations and know about their
activities.

In one such visit of the Director of Kannada & Culture, amidst various matters discussed, we suggested
that if the Dept. is considering recognition of any organization outside Karnataka it should consider
Mogaveera Sangha which is completing its centenary in a year or two. Few days later, around the last
week of September | received a call from the director informing me that our Association has been chosen
for Karnataka Rajyotsava Prashasti for its outstanding services rendered towards the promotion of
Kannada & Culture. He said that the official communication would take 4 to 5 days. He was kind enough
to inform us early, so that we could plan to be at Bangalore for the award function on 1 November. The
President and the Hon. Secretary of the Association attended the function at Bangalore and the President
received the award from the hands of Shri. S. M. Krishna, Hon'ble Chief Minister of Karnataka. The award
consisted of a gold medallion, a citation and a shawl. Mysore Association was the first organization in
Maharashtra to receive such an award.

We met Sudha Murty at this function and invited her to visit the Association during her trip to Mumbai.
She came to the Association on her next visit to Mumbai. We took her round the association and NKES
School at Wadala. She followed her visit with a generous donation to the school.

Association hosts a unique Theatre Festival

Karnataka Nataka Academy had published Hindi translations of 5 popular Kannada plays and wanted us
to release them in Mumbai. They approached us in this regard. We felt that this would be meaningful if it
can get exposed to the Hindi and Marathi theatre crowd. We believed in doing programmes jointly with
other non-Kannada organizations whenever possible so that our customs and culture is exposed to them.

Well-
known theatre personality B.V.Karanth was the Chief Guest of the Festival.

The first day's function was held at the Association. Under this, Mrs. Amita of Udayan released the
translation of Lankesh's 'Sankranti'. Shri.P.K. Ravindranath of Udayan spoke about the book. Well-known
Marathi artist Shri.Jayadev Hattangadi released "Man Hee Man Dalla Naache", a translation of T.N.
Seetharam’s well known play ' Nammolage Obba Naajukaiya' and spoke about it. This was followed by
the reading of a scene from the play by the theatre group 'Not Quite There”. This was followed by an open
house with B.V. Karanth.

The second day's function was held at Prithvi Theatre. Nadira Babbar released and spoke about "Sultaan

Depth of scriptural knowledge of Shirdi Sai Baba = _ _*

Nanasaheb Chandorkar one of the close devotees of Shree Sayi Baba was
standing near Baba while Baba was having interactions with fellow devotees

(but as per Shri Sai Satcharita, Nana was massaging Baba’s legs). As the topic was
not of much interest to Nana, he started murmuring Gita slok.
Baba was alert and asks Nana what is it you are murmuring?

Nana says, “I am chanting Gita slok.” Baba asks which slok and from which Chapter?

Nana says, Baba it is slok 34 from fourth chapter of
Bhagawad Gita.

| Baba then told Nana, whenever you chant any slok
4 always chantloudly so that others also can listen and are
. benefitted thereby.

' Nana agreed to Baba’s advice and said, Baba this is the
. slok:

:' & Tadviddi pranipaatena...
Pariprashnena sevaya
Upadeshyanti Te Gnyanam
Gnyananinastattwa darshinah”

l Baba said, ok. But chant aloud and Nana chanted clearly
to make others hear what is being chanted. Now Baba
asks Nana for the meaning of the slok he just recited.

Nana then begins to give the meaning of the entire slok comprehensively. Nana says -
Baba it is said, when we have any doubt or queries, we should approach a learned
pandit who has attained real knowledge, do sashtanga namaskaar to him, do seva to
him like we do seva to a gyani. Then for the question posed or doubt raised to the
gyani, he will give the requisite gyan or impart knowledge.
Now Baba says, you have understood the verse properly but | do not want a
consolidated meaning of the slok. Baba asks Nana to give word by word meaning of
the slok and explain completely.

Nana then elaborates by saying: - Go to a learned person, prostrate before him with
love and respect in heart and do service to him and that learned person will give you
knowledge and provide you the essence of the true GYAN.

Not being satisfied, Baba questions Nana - What is pranipaatena?
Nana says - it is doing sashtang Namaskaar.

Baba asks Nana, what does Prashnena mean?

Nana says - it is to question.

Baba again asks Nana- what is meant by Pari prashnena?

Nana says - that also means questioning! Baba then asks Nana- if prashnena and pari
prashnena means mere questioning, what purpose does the word Pari serve?

Nana said - | am not aware.

Baba then clarifies and says, it is to question again and again till you get clear answer
and with no doubt remaining but do not dare with the intent or improper motive to trap
the Guru. In other words, seeking answer from Guru without showcasing any pride and
with an attitude of surrender.

Baba then asks - what do you mean by sevaya?
Nana said - it is to serve the Guru to please Him.

Baba clarifies further and says- it is not for doing any favour to Guru but If you
understand what is taught by Guru and you put that into practice, that is seva for your
Guru. It has to be done in a very humble manner.
Then Guru will give you GYAN. Nana then said - Now | have completely understood
the deeper purport of the Slok. Baba again posed a question to Nana.

In the third line can you put ‘Aa’ before the word GYAN and see what meaning comes
out?

Now Nana gets irritated and says - in none of the commentaries there is anything like
this. In that case why should we add ‘Aa’? It is wrong as even Anandgiri has not
mentioned any thing like this. Nor in Shankar Bhashya this kind of usage is seen. Thus,
Agyan has no place in this slok. | am not clear as to how this could be done. Baba says,
if it has not been done before by vedic scholars, will there be any problem for those

scholars when you change now? Nana says - no, but | did not think in this line and do
not know what meaning it would convey.

Baba asks Nana to replace Gyan with Agyan and analyse the verse in this pattern.
In the Sai Satcharitra the topic ends and has not been elaborated as to why Baba asked
Nana to replace Gyan with Agyan and what he really meant. What is reason behind
Baba teling Nana to put word Agyan in place of GYAN?
When GYAN is replaced by Agyan in the slok, let us see how it provides deeper
meaning as per our scriptures. Sanskrit is such a language that word to word translation
will not serve any purpose to understand reality and what we should do is to seek help
from really learned person to derive the actual meaning. When Baba says, put ‘Aa’, he
means something more than the literal meaning.

Let us see few illustratations of how Baba puts a task before Nana so that when a
personality in form of Baba brings this up Nana can really dive deep into what Baba
wants Nana to learn in reality from this quiz. Baba was teaching humility to a student
before he goes to a learned person to know essence of knowledge. He should go to a
truly learned person who is an enlightened one and there he should be humble in
approaching him. He should not have any doubt on Guru about the depth of his
knowledge. While questioning he should be sincere with a desire to learn and not to
test the Guru’s ability. He shoud not hesitate to ask question repeatedly till such time
he has gained the desired knowledge and without leaving any iota of doubt.

Coming to GYAN and Agyan let us see what way our scriptures interpret. In Gita, in
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the seventh chapter, 2nd verse- Lord Krishna differentiates between the words Gyan
and Vignan. While Gyan is meant for Atma GYAN, Agyan is meant for worldly
knowledge.

In the Fourth verse, there is a mention of 3 elements of material energy namely - mind,
intellect and ego. There is also mention of the Pancha bhootaas namely - Earth, fire,
water, air, and Sky. Totally these eight elements comprise APARA PRAKRUTI and
knowledge of this is Gyan.

The fifth verse elaborates on Chetana Shakti and understanding of which is VIGYAN.
That Chetana is paramatma controlling every aspect in this universe which is also
known as Para Prakruti.

In thirteenth chapter also We see mention of GYAN and Agyan.In verse 12, lord says
- Arjuna you look into Adhyathmic GYAN which only can lead you to path of liberation
while all other understandings of materialistic world are called as Agyan.

In Isovasya Upanishad Vidya and Avidya are mentioned which stand for GYAN and
AGYAN respectively. While Vidya is spiritual knowledge concerning introvert inquiry
(about the inner self), Avidya is knowledge of materialistic matters or extrovert
information. As said in slok, many people go to mahatma/ learned gyanis not to gain
Vidya or GYAN but only for materialistic problems/ desires which is Agyan or Avidya.
That is why Baba said this always that - “everybody comes to me for the materialistic
probems and | help them”.

So, Baba has said, when you need something or want to understand something
correctly by clearing any doubt, go to a Guru and serve him whole heartedly and ask
him questions over and over again but with an intent to learn.

So, Baba’s asking Nana to replace ‘Aa’ before the word Gyan, is to affirm that mahatma
are there to help you in materialistic needs.

When Baba suggests UPEDEKSHYANTI TE AGYANAM - it does not mean that Guru
gives ignorance or illiteracy. Baba by creating confusion in the mind of Nana has
cleared him from several doubts that Nana should not take pride in considering himself
a scholar just by chanting Gita occasionally. Nana concluded in his mind that Baba was
not learned, He did not know Sanskrit, and above all Baba did not know Gita. So, by
posing a question to Nana Baba pricked the bubble of his ego. So only after dropping
ego he should approach a mahatma to clear such doubts.

Also, Baba reassures that though millions come to him for worldly needs Baba fulfils
their desires and develops that Shradda which is first step for Saburi a path for
liberation. Path of liberation does not have any short cut and one should drop ego or
doer ship and leave everything to Sadguru.
